Part 1:  Pursuit Sprints, Groups of up to 10 cars 
Each group gets an Indian file (warm up lap) to the Start – Cars will then be flagged away in pairs - min. 5 seconds apart for 2 or 3 laps – Chequered Flag finish with a cool down lap back to the pits.

2 runs per course - 2 courses minimum
Part 2:  Multi Car Sprints. All competitors must have completed Part 1 in order to proceed with Part 2 and must hold a Clubsport Licence (Restricted Clubsport Licences are not valid for this part of the event).

Grids of up to 6 cars started together, grided fastest to slowest from times recorded in Part 1. Course/s TBA with 3 laps distance.  Time split for each group TBA
Timing:

Timing will be by stopwatch only. 
Cone displacement = 5 seconds, Wrong direction = slowest competitor’s best time plus 5 seconds.

Best run of each course, accumulated OR all runs accumulated (announced on the day)

Safety:

Smoking in pits is prohibited (use only the designated areas - Club Rooms lawn and the Wigram Room paved area).

Drinking alcohol is allowed in the Club Rooms and lawn only upon completion of racing.

Pits and Pit lane speeds must be strictly adhered to.
