Requirements:

Autocross


Car to Schedule A requirements, Overalls and Helmet. Extinguisher and Neck-brace are recommended.


Cars will be scrutineered.




Club Membership is required when entering your 3rd Autocross.


Passengers are allowed in vehicles that have a full roll cage, and is authorised by the scrutineer to carry a passenger.




Motorkhana


Car must be of a warrantable standard.


Passengers are not allowed


Trial


Any currently registered and warranted vehicle can be used. Minimum of 2 persons


(Driver and Navigator) all extra passengers FREE.  


A Maximum of 3 competitors can share the same trials vehicle.

Drivers Briefing:
All drivers must attend Drivers Briefing or maybe excluded from the event and/or fined as per Schedule P.


Each driver will be given or have access to the Test diagrams for the Motorkhana. They will be explained.

Timing and Penalties:
Electronic/Stopwatch timing

2 runs at each test and fastest counts



Cones moved:

5 seconds per cone




Wrong Direction

CCC Motorkhana & Autocross Championships Rounds - Overall & Class
- 75% (Rounded up as in 9 out of 11 events) count

- Volunteer Helper points count only for the Club Championship (not the Motorkhana and Autocross Championships).

Additional Supplementary Regulations

Tyres:
Autocross and Motorkhana

The only tyres permitted for use are those that;

(i) Are Road Tyres – “Road tyre” means a tyre designed and manufactured for public road use that fully complies with the current LTSA Warrant of Fitness requirements, and

(ii) Comply with Appendix Two, Schedule A, Article 4.8 and in particular the tread depth requirements detailed in (2)(a) minimum tread groove depth of 1.5mm etc, and

(iii)
Have a maximum of 11 mm tread depth with no more than an 8mm gap between any part of the tread blocks with the exception of the outer most circumferential groove (around the tyre) on both the inside and outside of the tyre which may be up to a maximum of 10mm wide (i.e. only two circumferential grooves are allowed to be a maximum of 15mm wide and they must be the grooves closest to the inside and outside edges of the tyre respectively) - refer to illustration at rear of these articles; and the outer blocks must all be in line (i.e. not one block out  and one block in )

(iv)
Have been presented for inspection and marking at pre-event scrutineering audit. Silverstone Rally Tyres or any Rally tyres are not allowed.
Note: Refer illustrations at end of the Articles. Tread Blocks = road contact surface of tyre.
