Entry Refunds


(1) The Organisers advise that entry fees will only be refunded in full or in part under the following conditions;


(a) Non-acceptance of entry -- Full refund

(b) Cancellation of the Meeting prior to the commencement of documentation -- Full refund.


(c) Withdrawal in writing prior to the close of normal entries -- Full Refund.



(d) Withdrawals after normal entry closing but before the start time listed for documentation -- 75%entry refund.

(2) The Organisers confirm that entry fees will not be refunded for;

(a) Withdrawals or failure of a competitor to advise of non-appearance at the meeting after the   commencement of documentation, or

Competitor Requirements & Understanding
5.1 Licence Requirements
The driver must hold as a minimum a National Race Grade Competition Licence.

If the Entrant is other than a driver, an Entrants licence in the name of the Entrant is required.

5.2 Competitor’s Briefing

A Competitors briefing will take place on the paved area adjacent to Race Control.  This timing will be advised in the programme handed out during documentation and via the PA system in the pit area.  

All competitors ARE to attend.
5.3 New Drivers

Any driver(s) who have not previously competed at the circuit must indicate the fact on the entry form and attend the New Drivers Briefing session. This briefing will be take place straight after the competitors briefing, in the same location.

5.4 Competitor understanding
In signing the entry forms competitors (Entrant and Drivers) are deemed to fully understand the MotorSport NZ National Sporting Code and its relevant Appendices and Schedules.  

In particular:

· The National Sporting Code Articles pertaining to protests and competitors obligations, 

· Schedule Z articles detailing Flag signals and Code of Conduct, and
· MotorSport New Zealand Code of Practice for Motorsport Fuel - Storage and Handling.

Documentation & Scrutineering Audit Requirements
6.1 Documentation:


Documentation is compulsory for ALL COMPETITORS and MUST be completed at the Race Secretary’s office before using the circuit.

6.2 Scrutineering/Audit:


These inspections will occur concurrently with documentation. 


During the documentation process you will be advised whether your vehicle is to be subjected to audit. You should assume that your vehicle is going to be subjected to audit and as a consequence is in readiness to be taken to the audit venue immediately after you have concluded documentation. 
A vehicle requiring an audit must not race until that audit has been satisfactorily completed.

Circuit Configuration
The Club Circuit with dipper will be used for this meeting.
9.
Handicap Races 
Any handicap grid races will have the fastest driver at the rear and the slowest driver on pole.  The handicap time shall be calculated using the fastest lap time obtained from qualifying or race one or race two (when applicable), whichever is the quickest time. Handicap penalties shall be applied to any competitor whose handicap race lap time is faster than the lap by which the handicap was computed on.  

The following penalties will be applied to any competitor as follows:

a. For each lap time faster by 0.000 – 1.000 second by which the handicap was computed on, will receive a five (5) second time penalty added to their total race time, per lap broken,

b. For each lap time faster by 1.001 – 2.000 seconds by which the handicap was computed on, will receive a ten (10) second time penalty added to their total race time per, lap broken, and

c. For each lap time faster by more than 2.001 seconds by which the handicap was computed on, will receive a fifteen (15) second time penalty added to their total race time per lap broken.

Points
Points will be awarded for each race of the series for each class as follows:
1st 20 points 
6th 9 points 
11th 4 points

2nd 16 points 
7th 8 points 
12th 3 points

3rd 13 points 
8th 7 points 
13th 2 points

4th 11 points 
9th 6 points 
14th 1 point

5th 10 points 
10th 5 points 
15th and below 1 point

The overall winner of each class will be the competitor with the most accumulated points from a minimum of 4 races, and include results from each race meeting.
There will be a Trophy awarded to the 1st place in each class.

Additional Bonus Points are awarded as follows:

(1) Fastest qualifier in each Class = 1 Point

(2) Fastest lap in each Class in each Race = 1 Point
(3) Finishing all six races in series = 3 Points

Vehicle Towing




The Canterbury Car Club or the tow truck operators will accept no responsibility for any damage caused to any race car during the recovery or relocation operation at the meeting. It is the race car owner’s responsibility to provide some means of towing and/or lifting at both front and rear of the car, as per App 2 Sch A.

Transponder Timing

All classes will be electronically timed using the Canterbury Car Club’s AMB IT Timing system.
All competitors must have an operational transponder fitted for all testing, qualifying sessions and races.
For those competitor’s who do not own their own AMB Tx260 transponder, hire units are available from the Race Secretary’s office for $40.00.  This charge is additional to the Entry Fee.
